1. Cut a 14" hole in roof to accommodate wiring and
ductwork.

2. Align Roof Fan over the opening and attach to roof.

3. Run wiring through wire channel and install the duct to
intake opening of Roof Fan.

4. To secure duct to fan housing drill two (2) holes through
collar of unit and ductwork and secure with screws.

WIRING

NOTE: For combination wall switch and speed control,
use NuTone Model VS-65 solid-state variable speed
control.

1. Remove the Roof Fan's housing cover.

2. Remove motor junction box cover and install box
connector in motor junction box. Feed wiring into
junction box.

3. Connect AC wiring to motor leads. Be certain unit is
properly grounded and all connections comply with
local code requirements.

4. Replace junction box cover.

5. Place fan housing cover over unit and secure with
four (4) cap nuts provided.

6. Check fan blower wheel for free movement.
